Qur’dn). In it are Verses that are entirely
clear, they are the foundations of the Book
[and those are the Verses of Al-Ahkdm
(commandments), Al-Fara’id (obligatory
duties) and AI/-Hudud (legal laws for the
punishment of thieves, adulterers)]; and
others not entirely clear. So as for those in
whose hearts there is a deviation (from the
truth) they follow that which is not entirely
clear thereof, seeking A/-Fitnah (polytheism
and trials), and seeking for its hidden
meanings, but none knows its hidden
meanings save Alldh. And those who are
firmly grounded in knowledge say: “We
believe in it; the whole of it (clear and unclear
Verses) are from our Lord.” And none
receive  admonition except men of
understanding. (Tafsir At-Tabari).

Those who disbelieve in the
Aydt  (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) of Alldh and kill the
Prophets without right, and kill those men
who order just dealings, ...then announce to
them a painful torment.

22. They are those whose works will be
lost in this world and in the Hereafter, and
they will have no helpers.

23. Have you not seen those who have
been given a portion of the Scripture? They
are being invited to the Book of Alldh to
settle their dispute, then a party of them turn
away, and they are averse.

eraclius. Dihya Al-Kalbi had brought and given it to the governor of Busra, and the latter
forwarded it to Heraclius. Heraclius said, ‘Is there anyone from the people of this man who
claims to be a Prophet?’ The people replied, ‘Yes,’ so, along with some other Quraishi men,
| was called and we entered upon Heraclius, and we were seated in front of him. Then he
said, ‘Who amongst you is the nearest relative to the man who claims to be a Prophet?’ |
(Abu Sufyan) replied: ‘I am the nearest relative to him from amongst the group.’ So they
made me sit in front of him and made my companions sit behind me. Then he called upon
his translator and said (to him). ‘Tell them (i.e. Abu Sufyan’s companions) that | am going
to ask him (i.e. Abu Sufyan) regarding that man who claims to be a Prophet. So, if he tells
me a lie, they should contradict him (instantly)." By Allah, had | not been afraid that my
companions would consider me a liar, | would have told lies. Heraclius then said to his
translator, 'Ask him: What is his (i.e. the Prophet’s) family status amongst you?' | said, ‘He
belongs to a noble family amongst us.’ Heraclius said, ‘Was any of his ancestors a king?’ |
said, ‘No’. He said, ‘Did you ever accuse him of telling lies before his saying what he has
said?’ | said, ‘No'. He said, ‘Do the nobles follow him or the poor people?’ | said, ‘It is the
poor who follow him." He said, ‘Is the number of his followers increasing or decreasing?’ |
said, ‘They are increasing.’ He said, ‘Does anyone renounce his religion (i.e. Islam) after
embracing it, being displeased with it?’ | said, ‘No." He said, ‘Did you fight with him?’ |
replied, ‘Yes." He said, ‘How was your fighting with him?' | said, ‘The fighting between us
was undecided and victory was shared by him and us in turns. He inflicts casualties upon
us and we inflict casualties upon him.’ He said, ‘Did he ever betray?’ | said, ‘No, but now we
are away from him in this truce and we do not know what he will do in it.’ " Abu Sufyan
added, “By Allah, | was not able to insert in my speech a word (against him) except that.
Heraclius said, ‘Did anybody else (amongst you) ever claim the same (i.e. to be Allah's
Prophet) before him?' | said, ‘No’. Then Heraclius told his translator to tell me (i.e. Abu
Sufyan), ‘| asked you about his family status amongst you, and you told me that he comes
from a noble family amongst you. Verily, all Messengers come from the noblest family
among their people. Then | asked you whether any of his ancestors was a king, and you
denied that.Thereupon | thought that had one of his forefathers been a king, | would have

O people of the Scripture (Jews and
Christians)! Why do you dispute about
Ibrahim (Abraham), while the Taurat
(Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel) were not
revealed till after him? Have you then no
sense?

66. Verily, you are those who have
disputed about that of which you have
knowledge. Why do you then dispute
concerning that of which you have no
knowledge? It is Alldh Who knows, and
you know not.

67. Ibrahim (Abraham) was neither a
Jew nor a Christian, but he was a true
Muslim Hanifa (Islamic Monotheism — to
worship none but Alldh Alone) and he was
not of Al-Mushrikin (See V.2:105)!".

68. Verily, among mankind who have
the best claim to Ibrdhim (Abraham) are
those who followed him, and this Prophet
(Muhammad p, < &1 o) and those who
have believed (Muslims). And Allah is the
Wali (Protector and Helper) of the
believers.

69. A party of the people of the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) wish to
lead you astray. But they shall not lead
astray anyone except themselves, and they
perceive not.

70. “O people of the Scripture! (Jews
and Christians): Why do you disbelieve in
the Aydr of Alldh, [the Verses about
Prophet Muhammad ., s &1 Jo present
in the Taurdt (Torah) and the Injeel
(Gospel)] while you (yourselves) bear
witness (to their truth).”

(Jews and Christians) is he who, if
entrusted with a Qintdr (a great amount of
wealth, etc.), will readily pay it back; and
among them there is he who, if entrusted
with a single silver coin, will not repay it
unless you constantly stand demanding,
because they say: “There is no blame on us
to betray and take the properties of the
illiterates (Arabs).” But they tell a lie
against Alldh while they know it.

76. Yes, whoever fulfils his pledge and
fears Alldh much; verily, then Alldh loves
those who are Al-Muttaqin (the pious —
See V.2:2).

77. Verily, those who purchase a small
gain at the cost of Alldh’s Covenant and
their oaths, they shall have no portion in
the Hereafter (Paradise). Neither will Alldh
speak to them, nor look at them on the Day
of Resurrection, nor will He purify them,
and they shall have a painful torment.

78. And verily, among them is a party
who distort the Book with their tongues (as
they read), so that you may think it is from
the Book, but it is not from the Book, and
they say: “This is from Allah,” but it is not
from Alldh; and they speak a lie against
Allah while they know it.

79. It is not (possible) for any human
being to whom Alldh has given the Book
and Al-Hukm (the knowledge and
understanding of the laws of religion) and
Prophethood to say to the people: “Be my
worshippers rather than Alldh’s.” On the
contrary (he would say): “Be you
Rabbdniyyin (learned men of religion who
practise what they know and also preach
others), because you are teaching the Book,
and you are studying it.”
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80. Nor would he order you to ta}(F
angels and Prophets for lords (gods)"
Would he order you to disbelieve after you
have submitted to Alldh’s Will? (Tafsir At-
Tabari).

81. And (remember) when Alldh took
the Covenant of the Prophets, saying:
“Take whatever I gave you from the Book
and Hikmah (understanding of the Laws of
Allah), and afterwards there will come to
you a Messenger (Muhammad «ds a1 o
p—y) confirming what is with you; you
must, then, believe in him and help him.”
Alldh said: “Do you agree (to it) and will
you take up My Covenant (which I
conclude with you)?” They said: “We
agree.” He said: “Then bear witness; and I
am with you among the witnesses (for
this).”

82. Then whoever turns away after this,
they are the Fdsiqin (rebellious: those who
turn away from Alldh’s Obedience).

83. Do they seek other than the religion
of Alldh (the true Isldmic Monotheism —
worshipping none but Alldh Alone), while
to Him submitted all creatures in the
heavens and the earth, willingly or
unwillingly. And to Him shall they all be
returned.

We shall cast terror into the hearts
of those who disbelieve, because they joined
others in worship with Allah, for which He
had sent no authority; their abode will be the
Fire and how evil is the abode of the
Zdlimiin (polytheists and wrong-doers).

152. And Alldh did indeed fulfil His
Promise to you when you were killing them
(your enemy) with His Permission; until (the
moment) you lost your courage and fell to
disputing about the order, and disobeyed
after He showed you (of the booty) which
you love. Among you are some that desire
this world and some that desire the
Hereafter. Then He made you flee from
them (your enemy), that He might test you.
But surely, He forgave you, and Allah is
Most Gracious to the believers.

153. (And remember) when you ran
away (dreadfully) without even casting a
side glance at anyone, and the Messenger
(Muhammad .., <& &1 (o) Was in your rear
calling you back. There did Alldh give you
one distress after another by way of requital
to teach you not to grieve for that which had
escaped you, nor for that which had befallen
you. And Alldh is Well-Aware of all that
you do.

154. Then after the distress, He sent
down security for you. Slumber overtook a
party of you, while another party was
thinking about themselves (as how to save
their ownselves, ignoring the others and the
Prophet p., «is &1 ) and thought wrongly
of Alldh — the thought of ignorance. They
said, “Have we any part in the affair?” Say

killed here.” Say: “Even if you had remained

and Alldh is All-Knower of what is in (your)
breasts.

155. Those of you who turned back on
the day the two hosts met (i.e. the battle of
Uhud), it was Shaitdn (Satan) who caused
them to backslide (run away from the
battlefield) because of some (sins) they had
earned. But Alldh, indeed, has forgiven
them.

159. And by the Mercy of Alldh, you
dealt with them gently. And had you been
severe and harsh-hearted, they would have
broken away from about you; so pass over
(their faults), and ask (Alldh’s) Forgiveness
for them; and consult them in the affairs.
